The President also attends the National Ski Council
Federation meeting once a year. This meeting will be held
this coming September in Aspen. The BAC President not
only represents 7,000 peopl
clubs, but 1/3" of a million people as a member of the
Board of the National Ski Council Federation. The Presi-
dent also works on issues such as how to form better work-
ing relationships with clubs and members of the ski/
snowboard industry. The President is also invited to attend
other events throughout the year, such as the Dec 17" in-
augural flight from San Jose to Mammoth including 3 days
of skiing, snowboarding and other events. At this point,
Dennis opened up the nominations for President of BAC for
a term of one year. He pointed out that in February, the
nominee becomes President Elect and in June takes over
as President. Norm thanked Dennis for his great leader-
ship and nominated Dennis for President. Karen Davis
seconded. Dennis asked three times for nomination and
there were no other nominees. Harry Davis moved to close
the nominations and Bill Henry seconded and the nomina-
tions were unanimously voted as closed. Dennis did not
accept nor decline the nomination at this time and urged
others to consider running. Dennis pointed out that BAC
has many accomplishments and that is what keeps him
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going. He is also willing to answer any questions one
might have on the duties of the President.
