The first Disabled Sports USA Ability Challenge was held March 
30-31. This was an exciting first for DSUSA. In years past, BAC 
helped raise about $15,000 for DSUSA in its annual “Ski-A-thon”. 
This year, the event went “high tech and on-line” where individuals 
formed teams to raise money. There were 50 teams which raised 
over $180,000! I had an amazing team and we were the #1 team 
with over $25,000 in donations. Linda Eaton of Apres ski club was 
on my team. We also received donations from Young Kang (and her 
generous clients) and Dave Cunningham of Castro Valley Ski club. Other BAC clubs participating 
were Rusty Bindings, SF Ski Club and Inskiers. Next year, we hope to have more BAC ski clubs 
participating. 
 
Each team (many of which had a disabled skier) participated in an “adventure day” on the slopes 
with a GPS which recorded where they skied and how fast.  Awards went to the fastest teams which 
covered the most runs. There were crazy costumes and lots of prizes. One of the BAC skiers won 
the grand prize: a new pair of Atomic skis. 
 
The Ability Challenge marked the end of the Disabled Sports Wounded Warrior Camp. The following 
link is a video showing 25 Wounded Warriors from Iraq and Afghanistan participating in a week of 
recreational therapy.

I was thrilled to teach one of the wives to ski and it 
seemed that all participants had a memorable week.

Mr. Wirth introduced each of the Wounded Warriors and promised 
that Squaw Valley will continue supporting DSUSA (as Alpine has been for the 
past 35 years). Guests were extremely appreciative of the Wounded Warriors 
and Mr. Wirth’s commitment to DSUSA.
